DAY (1) 24 APRIL 

7am to 7.30am Pick up from Hotel to visit the Floating Market in Long Tail boat 

extra USD$10 pp (optional early tour). 

8am to 8.30am Pick up From Hotel Bangkok  

Visit the POW war cemetery at Chungkai  

Visit the War Museum Burma Thailand Railway (Included)  

View the Bridge on The River Kwai and walk over the Bridge  

Train excursion on the “Death Railway” to Nam Tok. (Included) 

Lunch at Nam Tok Station 

Then on to Hellfire Pass for a guided tour through the pass before the Services. 

You will view and walk parts of the line – see cuttings and relics, “Hammer and Tap” 

along the old line in the pass, compressor etc.
